Biography Book Report


For this book report, you will be reading a biography or autobiography about a famous person. You will be creating a commemorative stamp to represent this person’s life, as well as a written and oral report. 


The commemorative stamp:

· Create a stamp to commemorate your person’s life. (examples were shown in class)
· Think about the stamps you have seen from the Post Office
· We are supplying the paper for this and will have extras in the room for any goof-ups. 
· Have fun and be creative! 
· You can use downtime within the school day to work on your stamp. 

Written portion:

· We are asking you to write two paragraphs for this part of your report.

·  The first paragraph is to be about your person’s life. This paragraph should introduce us to your person; discuss your person’s childhood and life, and their accomplishments. (You were supplied with an organizer to help you keep track of  this information) 
· The second paragraph is telling us how you represented your person on your stamp.

BE THE PERSON! (This last part, we think is the most fun!!!!!!!!!)    
· You get to become your person by dressing up and telling us about your life. 
· We want to know where you were born, what your childhood was like, and how and why you became famous. 
· This presentation of your life should be about two to three minutes. You may use note cards to help you.
