Vocabulary
Natural Forces – How nature changes the physical features of the land.
Folding – When rocks and soil deep beneath the Earth’s surface slowly push against each other and force up some of the Earth.
Highlands – A group of mountain ridges formed by the folding process. 
Faulting – A crack or break in a weak point of the Earth’s crust. 

Glacier – A huge mass of ice that moves very slowly down a mountain or along a valley.

Moraine – A narrow ridge of soil, rocks, and boulders 

Erosion – The wearing away of soil and land. 

Weathering – Freezing water inside the cracks of rocks that breaks the rocks into smaller pieces.
