1. Natural Resources:  The air, water, soil, minerals, plants, and animals of a place.

2. Waterform:  Type of physical feature that holds water or allows water to  flow from high places to lower places.

3. Tributaries:  Smaller waterforms that empty or flow into larger waterforms.

4. Source:  A spring, lake, or other body of water at which a stream or river begins.

5. Mouth:  A natural opening of a waterform that empties into a larger body of water.

6. Run-off Water:  Water flows across the land’s top until it reaches a body of water.

7. Ground Water:  Precipitation that seeps into the earth.

8. Wetlands:  A lowland that holds water.

9. Reservoirs:  A human-made lake in which water is stored.

10. Dams:  A structure that holds water back in a lake.

11. Lakes:  A large body of water surrounded by land.
